Subsemnata MACOVEI ILIE SIMONA-ELENA, deputat in Parlamentul Romaniei
si vicepresedinte al Comisiei pentru cercetarea abuzurilor, combaterea coruptiei si
petitii, formulez prezenta sesizare privind posibile acte de frauda, coruptie, acces
ilegal la baze de date si nereguli grave in gestionarea fondurilor europene, comise in
cadrul Ministerului Investitiilor si Proiectelor Europene (MIPE) din Romania.

I. Obiectul sesizarii
Solicit investigarea unui posibil incident de securitate si a unei posibile fraude
sistemice referitoare la:

- copierea neautorizata a bazelor de date SMIS si PNRR,

- transferul lor catre persoane si entitati private,

- posibile legaturi cu firma de consultanta Ernst & Young,

- existenta unui proiect IT al MIPE cu costuri majorate nejustificat (de la 15 mil.
EUR la 60 mil. EUR),

- influentarea achizitiilor prin persoane aflate in conflict de interese.

Aceste fapte pot afecta integritatea administrarii fondurilor europene in Romania.

I1. Descrierea suspiciunilor (date factuale)
Conform informatiilor publice si declaratiilor unor surse interne MIPE:

1. In a doua jumatate a lunii septembrie 2025, un angajat din Directia Coordonare
SMIS si IT ar fi copiat integral baza de date SMIS/PNRR fara autorizatie si in absenta
directorului responsabil.



2. Copierea s-ar fi facut prin portalul dublafinantare.ro, gestionat de Directia
Comunicare din MIPE, portal creat de o firma privata detinuta de o persoana aflata in
conflict de interese cu angajati MIPE.

3. Baza de date ar fi fost transferata ulterior catre Ernst & Young SRL, firma cu
legaturi profesionale cu ministrul in functie, Dragos Pislaru. Exista indicii ca baza de
date ar fi fost comercializata catre consultanti in fonduri europene.

4. Directorul STS, Ionel Sorin Balan, ar fi solicitat directorului MIPE, Luminita
Zezeanu, sa semneze post-factum un acord de descadrcare, ceea ce indica o posibila
tentativa de acoperire a incidentului.

5. Ca urmare a refuzului acesteia, ministrul Pislaru i-ar fi retras atributiile privind
coordonarea Directiei SMIS.

6. In paralel, un nou proiect IT al MIPE ar fi fost pregitit printr-un caiet de sarcini
elaborat in afara structurilor oficiale, de un ONG (code4.ro) si de fosti angajati ai
firmei ministrului, cu un cost final estimat la 60 milioane euro, suma disproportionata.

III. Temerea legitima

Aceste informatii ridica suspiciuni privind:

- acces ilegal la date sensibile legate de fonduri europene,

- scurgere de date strategice catre firme private,

- conflict de interese si potentiala coruptie,

- manipularea achizitiilor IT,

- subminarea sistemelor SMIS/PNRR administrate in cooperare cu Comisia

Europeana.

Situatia poate afecta in mod direct integritatea si siguranta gestionarii fondurilor

UE in Romania.

IV. Solicitare catre OLAF
Solicit OLAF:
1. sa efectueze o analiza preliminara in temeiul Regulamentului (UE) 883/2013;

2. sa verifice:

- natura incidentului de securitate,

- transferul ilegal al bazelor SMIS/PNRR,

- implicarea functionarilor MIPE si a firmelor private,

- eventualele nereguli din achizitia platformei IT de 60 mil. euro;

3. sa stabileasca daca sunt intrunite elementele unei fraude impotriva intereselor
financiare ale Uniunii Europene.

I, Simona Macovei Ilie, Member of the Parliament of Romania and Vice-President of
the Committee for the Investigation of Abuses, Corruption and Petitions, hereby
submit this notification concerning potential fraud, corruption, data breach and
serious irregularities affecting the management of EU funds by the Romanian Ministry
of Investments and European Projects (MIPE).

I. Subject of the notification

I request OLAF to assess and investigate a possible security incident and systemic

fraud, involving:

- the unauthorized copying of the national databases SMIS and PNRR,

- their transfer to private entities,

- potential links to the consulting company Ernst & Young SRL,

- possible conflicts of interest involving senior MIPE officials,

- the suspicious inflation of an IT project from €15 million — €30 million — €60
million.

These facts may directly affect the integrity of EU-funded programmes in Romania.

II. Factual description

According to internal sources within MIPE and publicly available information:

1. In the second half of September 2025, an employee of MIPE's IT Directorate
allegedly copied the entire SMIS/PNRR databases without authorization, while the
responsible director was on leave.

2. The data extraction was allegedly carried out using the portal dublafinantare.ro,
managed by MIPE’'s Communication Directorate and developed by a private company
owned by an individual in a clear conflict of interest.

3. The databases were reportedly transferred to Ernst & Young SRL, a company
with professional links to the Minister of Investments, Dragos Pislaru. There are
indications that the data were commercialised to private consultants.

4. The Director of the Special Telecommunications Service (STS), Ionel Sorin
Balan, allegedly asked the MIPE director, Ms. Luminita Zezeanu, to sign a retroactive
approval of the data extraction, suggesting a possible attempt to conceal the incident.

5. Following her refusal, Ms. Zezeanu reportedly had her responsibilities over the
SMIS Directorate removed by the Minister.



6. In parallel, an IT procurement procedure was allegedly prepared outside the
proper institutional framework, with a tender value escalated to €60 million, based
on documents drafted by persons connected to the Minister.

II1. Concerns

These facts raise strong suspicions regarding:

- illegal access to EU-related databases,

- leakage of sensitive information to private entities,

- potential corruption and conflict of interest,

- manipulation of procurement procedures,

- risks to the integrity and security of EU funds in Romania.

IV. Request to OLAF

In accordance with Regulation (EU) No 883/2013, I respectfully ask OLAF to:

1. conduct a preliminary assessment,

2. investigate the circumstances of the data breach,

3. verify the alleged transfer of SMIS/PNRR databases,

4. assess possible fraud or corruption involving MIPE officials and private
companies,

5. examine the procurement procedure for the €60 million IT platform.

I request confidentiality regarding my identity, as permitted by EU legislation.
